Without prejudice to any other rights to exclude the Tenderer set out in this ITT, elsewhere in the tender documents or pursuant to the Act, the Contracting Authority may disregard and exclude any Tender from the Procurement where:

the Tender offer a price that the Contracting Authority considers to be abnormally low for performance of the Contract. Before disregarding and excluding the Tender under this ground, the Contracting Authority shall: 
notify the Tenderer that the Contracting Authority considers the price to be abnormally low; and 
give the Tenderer a reasonable opportunity to demonstrate that it will be able to perform the Contract for the price offered. 
If the Tenderer demonstrates to the Contracting Authority’s satisfaction that it will be able to perform the Contract for the price offered, the Contracting Authority may not disregard and exclude the Tender; or
breaches a procedural requirement of this ITT or in relation to this Procurement.
